Terms of Entry

The student authors should be prepared to present at NJAWWA’s Annual Conference, on 
Wednesday, April 14, 2010, at the Trump Taj Mahal, in Atlantic City. Presentations should 
summarize research, and be no more than 5 minutes in duration. Posters should include graphs, 
tables, photos and/or text to support the results of your work. Be prepared to answer questions 
from interested colleagues! This is an excellent chance to develop contacts with water industry 
professionals and receive recognition for study in the water field. Entrants are encouraged to be 
creative with their subject choice. Past entries have included: 
 

Filtration…Disinfection…Microbiology…Distribution Systems…Modeling 
Groundwater Treatment …Treatment with Membranes…Watershed Management 
Instrumentation/Controls...Infrastructure Management…Operations/Maintenance 

 
Registration Details 
 
Students will present their posters on the floor of the main conference area on the morning of 
April 14, 2010. The posters will then be presented to a panel of judges, which will include 
registered engineers, licensed treatment and distribution operators, and professional scientists 
working in the field of safe water.
